(Purchase of Real Property Ellicottville)

  WHEREAS, Ellicottville has transformed from a manufacturing hub to a tourism 
destination, with its tourism business now a major contributor of tax revenue to the County through real 
property tax, occupancy tax, sales tax, and mortgage recording tax, and 
  WHEREAS, there are now more than 1000 people working throughout the year in both 
full and part-time jobs directly serving the tourism trade in Ellicottville, with the Ski season adding an 
additional 1000 part-time positions, and 
  WHEREAS, the growth of tourism has reached the capacity of the Village for both parking 
and space for future growth, and 
  WHEREAS, the Village of Ellicottville is desirous of purchasing approximately two (2) acres 
of land located on Mill Street in the Village, identified as Tax Map Nos. 55.036-2-48.1, 55-036-2-48.2 and 
55-036-2-51, for the purpose of developing a parking lot and safe pedestrian walkways for expanded 
access to the Village, and 
  WHEREAS, the total cost of the project is estimated to be approximately $1.5 million, and 
  WHEREAS, the County desires to be a strong partner in the development of the 
infrastructure project to bring it to full completion, and 
  WHEREAS, the County will explore any and all funding streams available to ensure 
successful completion of the project, and 
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  WHEREAS, the Village of Ellicottville is requesting the County assist with the purchase of 
land for the above-described infrastructure project by contributing an amount not to exceed $375,000.00,
